ROMI Enterprises, of San Leandro, CA., has
announced a recall of Oceanic & Aeris
regulator first stage due to a defect that
could cause an internal component to fail
and subject users to risk of serious injury or
death.

There have been two reports of the
regulators failing during dives and six
reports of regulator malfunction while being
tested at retail outlets.

To see if you have an affected regulator you
can go to Oceanic & Aeris web sites and
stop using the equipment IMMEDIATLEY and
return the units to their local dealers.
